Salt Creek Beach has a concession stand that offers food and beverage for
sale to the public who visit Salt Creek Beach. With the expiration of the current
concessionaire’s lease, the County of Orange (“County”) issued a Request for
Proposals for those interested in operating a concession at Salt Creek Beach.
Four proposals were received and evaluated, and County staff propose that a
lease agreement be authorized for a new concessionaire at the Salt Creek
Beach Concession.

The proposed concessionaire will provide a presentation on the project at the
meeting.
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Joanne Veedor, OC Parks Interim Deputy Director, provided background on
the item.

James Campbell, CEO/Real Estate Administrative Manager, provided
information and answered the Commissioners’ questions.
