During recent, heavy rains, the Capistrano Beach parking lot and surrounding infrastructure was
damaged. Crews will demolish and remove material from the storm damaged area and place
sandcubes and sandbags at the beach slope to mitigate further erosion. OC Public Works will complete
these erosion mitigation efforts on behalf of OC Parks.
